General Information:  This junior golf league is intended to provide a fun, friendly environment for juniors interested in 

learning more about match rules and scoring while preparing them for high school, PGA junior tour, WSGA amateur and 

college competition. This league is for fairly experienced players. If your child cannot score in the 50’s for 9-holes, it is 

probably not the right fit. Players will be given a match schedule with the first tee time beginning at 11:00am. The 

format will be individual NET stroke play with Stableford points accumulating throughout the season. We will have a 

welcome meeting to provide league rules and schedules as well as a post league pizza lunch on the last day. Please 

complete an application for each child you wish to register.  

Golf Clubs and Physical Requirements: All league players must provide their own clubs and be responsible enough to 

walk 9-holes without parental supervision. It is highly recommended that parents have their children fit for junior golf 

clubs.  Properly fit junior golf clubs are lighter and easier to carry, more flexible and built for slower swing speeds likely 

making a big difference in your child’s future success in the game of golf.  If you need clubs for your child, Kettle Hills 

professional staff can provide more information and pricing for you.

Practice Rounds:  In order to establish a starting handicap for each junior, the registration fee includes 2 practice rounds 
on the Rolling 9. Juniors should complete both of those practice rounds (red or gold tees) at least a week prior to the 
start of league and turn their scorecards into the golf shop to be recorded. Call Nick or Bryan to schedule a practice 
round. 
 
Makeup Rounds:  To keep scoring and points up to date, makeup rounds are not ideal. If a junior is going to miss a 

week, it’s best to play that round IN ADVANCE, not after, the scheduled date.  Contact Nick to schedule.
